I. statement, findings, and conclusions

On June 11, 1997, Tony Allen Dassinger, doing business as Community Bus Lines (“Applicant”) filed an application for a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.

The Commission issued notice of the application on June 16, 1997.  At the request of Applicant, the Commission renoticed the application on June 30, 1997.

Notices of Intervention were filed by Denver Taxi, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab and/or Super Shuttle 1-800-BLUE VAN, Denver Shuttle, LLC, doing business as Super Shuttle Airport Shuttle, and Shuttle Associates, LLC, doing business as Denver Airporter; North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc.; Mohammad Khan and Iftikhar Khan, doing business as Broomfield Transportation; Colo-rado Tour Line, LLC, doing business as Gray Line of Denver; Golden West Commuter, LLC; and Kids Wheels, Ltd., Liability Com-pany.

The Commission set this matter for hearing for Septem-ber 5, 1997 which was continued to October 7, 1997 at the request of Applicant.

Various restrictive amendments were approved by Commis-sion order which resulted in the withdrawal of most of the inter-venors.

The hearing was called to order on October 7, 1997.  Intervenor, Kids Wheels, Ltd., Liability Company appeared ready to proceed.  Applicant failed to appear.

Since Applicant, who has the burden, failed to appear and prosecute its case, the application was orally dismissed.

Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.

II. order

The Commission Orders That:

Docket No. 97A-254CP, the application of Tony Allen Dassinger, doing business as Community Bus Lines is dismissed and the case is closed.

This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
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
