I. statement

A. By joint motion filed August 25, 1997, all parties (applicant, U S WEST Communications, Inc., and Staff of the Commission) requested that the hearing in this matter scheduled for September 11, 1997 be vacated on the grounds that there was an impending settlement and stipulation memorializing an achieved agreement, and the parties merely requested some time to sign the agreement and file it with the Commission.  The hearing in this matter was vacated, but to date the file reflects nothing since the August 25, 1997 motion.

Accordingly, this office is compelled to request the parties to individually advise the Commission in writing within ten days of the mailing date of this interim order, outlining what each party believes the current status of this case to be.

II. order

Each party in this matter is hereby ordered to individually provide the Commission with a written report outlin-ing the party’s understanding of the status of this case.  Fail-ure to respond in writing within ten days of the mailing date of this order will result in the dismissal of each party not responding; in the case of Metro Connection, Inc., doing business as Transamerican Telephone, the application will be dismissed.

This order is effective immediately.
