I. statement

A. By motion for extension of time filed October 8, 1997, Lake Durango Water Company, Inc. (“Lake Durango”), requests to and including Monday, November 3, 1997 within which to file its exceptions.  As grounds therefore, Lake Durango pertinently notes that its counsel’s law office is in the process of renovation pursuant to a lease, and that approximately five business days will be lost in the preparation of exceptions in this matter.

B. It should be noted that on October 15, 1997, Durango West Metropolitan District No. 1 opposed the extension of time, noting that the statutory 210 days would soon expire, thus creat-ing the possibility of the proposed rates from being in effect for some brief period of time.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Lake Durango Water Company, Inc., is hereby granted to and including November 3, 1997 within which to file its exceptions.  However, as a condition of granting this exten-sion of time Lake Durango Water Company, Inc., is hereby required to simultaneously serve all parties with copies of its exceptions either by hand, or by fax, on the same day that they are filed.

2. This order is effective immediately.
