I. statement

A. On October 16, 1997, Applicant, Golden West Commuter, LLC (“Golden West”) filed a Motion to Restrictively Amend its Application and Motion to Dismiss the Interventions of North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc. (“NDAS”), and Black Hawk-Central City Ace Express, Inc. (“Ace Express”), and Motion for Shortened Response Time.

B. Golden West proposes to restrictively amend its appli-cation as follows:

Restricted to service rendered in conjunction with Applicant’s scheduled service that either originates at or is destined to Denver International Airport.

The full and complete authority requested by Golden West includ-ing the proposed restrictive amendment would read as follows:

A certificate of public convenience and necessity authorizing an extension of operations under PUC No. 14314 to include the transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limou-sine service,

between all points within the following defined area:  beginning at the intersection of Sheridan Boulevard and Quincy Avenue; thence north on Sheridan Boulevard to its intersection with 64th Avenue; thence west along 64th Avenue (as extended) to its intersection with Colorado Highway 93; thence southwest along an imag-inary line to its intersection with Interstate 70 at Interchange 254; thence southeast along an imaginary line to the intersection of Colorado Highway 470 and Quincy Avenue; thence east along Quincy Avenue to the point of beginning.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted as fol-lows:


(1)
The requested service is to be rendered only in connection with the scheduled service and will be performed immediately prior or immediately subsequent to the scheduled service; and


(2)
To service rendered in conjunction with Golden West Commuter’s scheduled service that either originates at or is destined to Denver International Airport.

C. It is found that the proposed amendment is restrictive in nature, clearly stated, and is enforceable.  The restrictive amendment will be accepted.

D. On October 21, 1997, Ace Express filed a Reply to the Motion to Amend the Application stating that if the Commission accepts the restrictive amendment, its interests in this proceed-ing would be satisfied and it will not further oppose the appli-cation.

E. On October 21, 1997, NDAS filed a Reply objecting to the motion of Golden West to dismiss the intervention of NDAS.  On October 24, 1997, Golden West filed a request to file rebuttal to the reply of NDAS, and rebuttal.  Ruling on the motion to dismiss and the request to file rebuttal will be deferred to the date of hearing at which time such will be considered as a pre-liminary matter.  Further argument will be entertained on the Motion to Dismiss and the request to file rebuttal.

F. On October 17, 1997, Golden West filed a Motion to Strike the Interventions of Denver Shuttle, LLC, Denver Taxi, LLC, and Shuttle Associates, LLC and request for shortened response time.  On October 27, 1997, a joint stipulation between Golden West, Denver Shuttle, Denver Taxi, and Shuttle Associates to withdraw their interventions and for Golden West to withdraw its Motion for Discovery Sanctions was filed by facsimile.  These stipulated requests will be granted.  The interventions of Denver Shuttle, Denver Taxi, and Shuttle Associates will be withdrawn, and the motion of Golden West for discovery sanctions is also withdrawn.  Golden West’s Motion to Strike the Interventions of Denver Taxi, Denver Shuttle, and Shuttle Associates is moot and will be stricken.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Golden West Commuter, LLC to restrictively amend its application is granted.

2. Black Hawk-Central City Ace Express, Inc., is granted permission to withdraw its intervention.

3. The motion of Golden West Commuter, LLC to dismiss the intervention of North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc., and the request to file rebuttal will be considered as a preliminary mat-ter at time of hearing.  Golden West’s Motion to Strike the Interventions of Denver Shuttle, LLC, Denver Taxi, LLC, and Shuttle Associates, LLC is stricken as moot.  The joint stipula-tion between Golden West Commuter, LLC and Denver Shuttle, LLC, Denver Taxi, LLC, and Shuttle Associates, LLC to withdraw their interventions and of Golden West Commuter, LLC to withdraw its Motion for Discovery Sanctions, is approved.  The interventions of Denver Shuttle, LLC, Denver Taxi, LLC, and Shuttle Associates, LLC are withdrawn.  The Motion for Discovery Sanctions filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC, is withdrawn.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
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
