I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. On September 19, 1997 Durango West Metropolitan District No. 1 (DW1) filed a motion to vacate the hearing scheduled for September 30, 1997, to require Applicant to file testimony or a detailed summary, and to grant intervenors an extension of time to file their testimony or detailed summary.  

B. DW1 states that by Notice of Application Filed and Notice of Hearing dated June 30, 1997 the Commission required Lake Durango Water Company, Inc. (Applicant) to file its testimony or a detailed summary of testimony no later than 15 days after the date the application was deemed complete and required intervenors to file their testimony or a detailed summary no later than ten days before the first day of hearing.  DW1 states that applicant has failed to timely file its testimony or detailed summary, therefore intervenors are unable to prepare for hearing as scheduled on September 30, 1997.  DW1 requests that the Commission require the applicant to file its testimony or detailed summary.

C. On September 24, 1997 a telephone conference with the parties of record was held, at which time the hearing of September 30, 1997 was vacated.  Applicant was granted until September 30, 1997 to respond to the motion.

D. On September 24, 1997 Intervenor Durango West Metropolitan District No. 2 (DW2) filed a consent to vacate the hearing.

E. On September 30, 1997 Applicant filed a response to the motion.  Applicant states that it did not receive notice from the Commission concerning the date that the application was deemed complete.  Consequently, Applicant was not able to calculate the due date for the filing of the testimony.

F. The motion of DW1 to require applicant to file its testimony or a detailed summary of testimony and copies of its exhibits will be granted.  Intervenors will also be ordered to file their testimony or detailed summary and copies of their exhibits.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Durango West Metropolitan District No. 1 to vacate hearing, to require applicant to file its testimony or a summary and exhibits, and to grant Durango West Metropolitan District No. 1 an extension of time to file their testimony or summaries and exhibits is granted.

The hearing, scheduled for September 30, 1997 is vacated.  The hearing is rescheduled as follows:

2. Lake Durango Water Company, Inc. shall no later than 20 days before the first day of the hearing file its testimony or a detailed summary and copies of its exhibits.

3. Intervenors shall no later than ten days before the first day of the hearing file their testimony or a detailed summary and copies of exhibits.
