I. statement

A. On October 28, 1997, North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc. (“Applicant”), filed a Motion for an Extension of its Temporary Authority granted by the Commission by Decision No. C97-577 (June 5, 1997).  The Commission in this order, granted temporary authority for 180 days.  Applicant states that the final admin-istrative decision on Applicant’s corresponding permanent author-ity application will not be issued before the expiration of the 180 days.
