I. STATEMENT

A. By stipulation filed October 17, 1997, Metro Connec-tion, Inc., U S WEST Communications, and the Staff of the Commis-sion agree that applicant should be granted a certificate to pro-vide local exchange telecommunications services as defined in Rule 2.3 of the Rules Regulating the Authority to Offer Local Exchange Telecommunications Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regula-tions (“CCR”) 723-35, throughout the State of Colorado, as well as a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services as defined in Rule 3, 4 CCR 723-35, on a resale basis within the Denver metropolitan area, as more fully set forth in the maps attached as Exhibit A to the stipulation.  An appropriate order will enter.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Metro Connection, Inc., is hereby granted a cer-tificate to provide local exchange telecommunications services throughout the State of Colorado, and is also granted a certifi-cate of public convenience and necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services on a resale basis within the Denver metropolitan area currently served by U S WEST Commu-nications, Inc., all as more fully set forth in the map attached to the stipulation filed October 17, 1997, a copy of which stipu-lation is appended hereto.

2. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

3. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

4. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
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
