I. statement

A. By stipulation and settlement agreement received Novem-ber 17, 1997, applicant and U S WEST Communications, Inc., submit a stipulation to the Commission agreeing that applicant should be granted relaxed regulation for its private line telecommunica-tions services, as more fully set forth in the Rules Regulating Emerging Telecommunications Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regula-tions 723-24.  A copy of the stipulation is appended hereto as Appendix A.  An appropriate order will enter.

II. order

The Commission Orders That:

Cable USA, Inc., doing business as U.S. Telephone and Wireless is hereby granted relaxed regulation for the provi-sion of private line telecommunications services throughout the State of Colorado, all as more fully defined in Rules 2(h) and 4, Rules Regulating Emerging Telecommunications Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-24.  This grant of relaxed regulation is not to be confused with a grant of authority to provide basic local exchange service, and no such authority is granted by this order.

This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
