I. statement

On November 12, 1997, Complainant, Golden West Com-muter, LLC (“Golden West”) filed a Request for an Extension of Time to File Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R97-1095 (October 23, 1997).  Golden West requests that the time for filing exceptions be extended from November 12, 1997 to 20 days after Golden West is notified that the transcript has been pre-pared and filed with the Commission.  Golden West states that it has ordered a transcript of the hearing.

On November 14, 1997, Respondent Boulder Airporter, Inc., objected to the request for an extension of time.  On November 19, 1997, Respondent, Shuttle Associates, LLC joined in the objection.

The motion of Golden West for an extension of time in which to file exceptions will be granted.  Rule 92(b) concerning the five-day requirement of requesting a transcript is found to be applicable herein, however, pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-3, it is found that a variance from 92(b) should be granted since it is found that compliance is impracticable in this case.

II. order

The motion of Golden West Commuter, LLC for an extension of time in which to file exceptions to a date 20 days after the Reporter’s transcript has been filed with the Commis-sion is granted.
