I. statement

A. By recommended decision dated March 21, 1997, Vail Corporation was granted a certificate of public convenience and necessity for the scheduled transportation of passengers and their baggage between Vail, Colorado and Keystone and Brecken-ridge, over named routes and serving intermediate points.  How-ever, as a result of confusion regarding insurance, the permanent authority was not perfected.  Inquiry by this office of both the staff and the applicant reveals that there appears to be some confusion regarding insurance matters, and it will require some period of time to resolve.  Accordingly, on its own motion this office will grant applicant to and including January 31, 1998 within which to finally resolve and perfect the grant of the per-manent authority.

II. order

It Is Ordered That:

Vail Corporation is hereby granted to and includ-ing January 31, 1998 within which to perfect the grant of per-manent authority in this matter.  This order is effective nunc pro tunc to June 9, 1997, the date Vail Associates would other-wise have been required to have insurance and file its tariffs.  It should be noted that Vail Corporation has already filed the necessary tariffs, but insurance remains a lingering problem.

This order is effective immediately.
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
