I. statement

On December 3, 1997, Intervenor Colorado Transportation Services, Inc., doing business as American Cab Company of Denver, Inc. (“American Cab”), filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R97-1211 (Novem-ber 19, 1997).  American Cab states that it has timely ordered the transcript of the hearing of the matter.  American Cab states that as of the date of the filing of its motion, the transcript has not been filed with the Commission.
