I. statement

A. On October 23, 1997, Highline Electric Association (“Highline”) filed an application for an order authorizing it to serve an electric consumer located in the north 1/2 of Section 4, Township 8 north, Range 52 west, Logan County, Colorado.

B. On November 12, 1997, Public Service Company of Colo-rado (“Public Service”) filed a Verified Application for an extension of its certificate of public convenience and necessity to furnish electric service in the north 1/2 of Section 4, Township 8 north, Range 52 west, Logan County, Colorado.

On November 12, 1997, Public Service filed an Entry of Appearance, Notice of Intervention, and Motion for Consolidation of the Competing Applications.

On November 24, 1997, Highline filed a Response to the Motion to Consolidate.  Highline states that it agrees with Pub-lic Service that the two applications should be consolidated for hearing since they are competing applications.

A hearing is currently scheduled for January 30, 1998 in Docket No. 97A-513E, the application of Highline.  A hearing is scheduled for the Public Service application, Docket No. 97A-559E on February 19, 1998.

On December 23, 1997, the Commission referred the applications to an Administrative Law Judge for hearing and dis-position on pleadings.

The motion of Public Service to consolidate the appli-cations for hearing is supported by good cause, therefore the motion of Public Service will be granted.
