I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement
1. The Colorado Public Utilities Commission hereby gives notice of proposed rulemaking regarding the efficient use of telephone numbers.  The intent of the proposed rules is to review the emergency rules adopted on this subject matter to determine whether the rules should be made permanent and whether their scope should be expanded to apply to all providers of telecommunications services to whom NXX codes in any Colorado numbering plan area have been assigned or are assigned in the future.  The emergency rules were adopted on November 5, 1997 and can be effective for no more than 210 days.  As a result, June 4, 1998 is the last possible date the emergency rules will be in effect.

3. A copy of the proposed rules is attached to this notice of proposed rulemaking.  Specifically, the proposed rules pertain to thousand block integrity and promotions which require the issuance of additional telephone numbers.  The statutory authority for the proposed rules is found at § 40-2-108, C.R.S.  Additional authority for numbering administration by the Commission is found at 47 U.S.C. § 251(e)(1) and 47 C.F.R. Part 52.

4. The Commission will conduct a hearing on the proposed rules and related issues at the below stated time and place.  Interested persons may submit written comments on the rules and present these orally at hearing, unless the Commission deems oral presentations unnecessary.  The Commission also encourages interested persons to submit written comments before the hearing scheduled in this matter.  In the event interested persons wish to file comments before hearing, the Commission requests that such comments be filed ten days prior to the hearing date.  The Commission will consider all submissions.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This Notice of Proposed Rulemaking shall be filed with the Colorado Secretary of State for publication in the February 10, 1998 edition of The Colorado Register.  At the time of filing with the Secretary of State, this notice shall also be filed with the Office of Regulatory Reform.
