Statement


		On February 9, 1998, McLeodUSA telecommunications Serv-ices, Inc. (“McLeodUSA”), filed its application seeking an order of the Commission permitting it to change its Local Exchange Service Tariff, Colorado PUC Tariff No. 1, on less than statutory notice, and requesting a Waiver of Response Time, Pursuant to 4 C.C.R. § 723-1-22 and 41(e)(2).  McLeodUSA filed its first supplemental application correcting tariff sheet No. 83.1 on February 17, 1998.  On February 20, 1998, McLeodUSA filed its second supplemental application, to clarify the reasons for requesting tariff changes on Less Than Statutory Notice, a waiver of Response Time, and a waiver of the Timing Requirements for Public Notice.


Findings of Fact


McLeodUSA seeks to amend its Original Tariff No. 1 and add a promotional offering for new business customers in the Boulder, Colorado exchanges, and those in the surrounding commu-nities only.  This promotion will run for approximately six months (to August 28, 1998), and will only be available to those business customers that sign a term agreement with McLeodUSA. This promotion will credit the new customers $100 on their fourth invoice, following the start of the promotional period.  A copy of the tariff sheet is appended as Attachment A.


McLeodUSA is requesting this tariff change on less than statutory notice in order to compete more effectively for customers in the affected exchange areas, by offering this pro-motion.  McLeodUSA is timing this promotion to the opening of its new office in Boulder.


This offer will help to promote competition by offering an attractive incentive to customers purchasing business telecommunications service.


McLeodUSA asserts that there is no financial data available for this application.


McLeodUSA is requesting a waiver of the three-day notice requirement in Rule 41(e)(3), 4 Code of Colorado Regula-tions 723-1, but will publish notice in a local paper Febru-ary 23, 1998.  A copy of the text of that notice is appended as Attachment B.


Conclusions


The purpose of requesting this tariff change on less than statutory notice, the request for waiver of response time, and the request for waiver of the Timing Requirements for Public Notice, is to put into effect in an expeditious manner, an offer to business customers in a selected area, designed to increase competition by offering an incentive to choose a new telephone service provider.


The Commission finds that this promotion will be of benefit to the public.  Therefore, the Commission will grant the Application.


ORDER


The Commission Orders That:


The application filed by McLeodUSA Telecommunica-tions Services, Inc., on February 9, 1998, the first supplemental application filed on February 17, 1998, and the second supple-mental application filed on February 20, 1998 are granted.


McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc., is authorized to file an advice letter to place the tariff sheet attached to this Decision and Order as Attachment A into effect on February 28, 1998.


The advice letter and tariff authorized by this Decision and Order shall be filed no later than February 26, 1998.


This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
