Statement


On January 30, 1998, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. ("AT&T"), filed its application for waiver of Rule 3 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Service Providers and Telephone Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-2, and of the Rules Prescribing Prin-ciples for Costing and Pricing of Regulated Services of Telecom-munications Service Providers, 4 CCR 723�30 ("Costing and Pricing Rules")(collectively, “Rules”).  AT&T filed its tariff in con-nection with the AT&T Digital Link Service, its initial local service offering in Colorado concurrently with the instant appli-cation.


The Rules require AT&T to  1) locate its records in Colorado; and 2) to support this proposal with total service long run incremental cost and fully distributed cost studies.  AT&T requests a waiver of Rule 4 CCR 723�2�3 (the records rule) under the Costing and Pricing Rules on the basis of its position as an international corporation.  AT&T also requests a waiver of the Costing and Pricing Rules because of the Commission’s rulings in Docket No. 97R-177T exempting:  Competitive Local Exchange Carriers from the requirements of the Costing and Pricing Rules.  Although the rules adopted in Docket No. 97R-177T are not yet effective, the order adopting new rules� became final on Febru-ary 5, 1998.


A waiver of these requirements will reduce the economic burden of regulation and will not harm the public inter-est.


We find that good cause has been stated for the requested waiver and will grant the application.


ORDER


The Commission Orders That:


The application filed by AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., for variance from Rule 3 of the Com-mission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Service Providers and Telephone Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, and the Rules Prescribing Principles for Costing and Pricing of Regu-lated Services of Telecommunications Service Providers, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-30, is granted.
