Statement


This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (“RRR”) filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USWC”), on February 9, 1998.  Generally, the application for RRR to Decision No. C98-48 objects to our directive that USWC pay to Complainant Multitechnology Services, L.P. (“MTS”) certain specified monies as reparations for USWC’s failure to timely provide service to MTS.  We will deny the application for RRR except with respect to the argument that the amount to be paid to MTS should be modified.�


The application for RRR points out that the amount which USWC has been ordered to pay to MTS is inappropriate in certain respects.  For example:  This case, in part, involves USWC’s failure to timely provide trunks ordered by MTS.  The application correctly points out that for some of the trunks at issue and for some of the period of time included by the Commis-sion in arriving at the ordered payment, MTS was not prepared to accept service. Application for RRR, page 8.  Further, we agree with USWC that the amount to be paid to MTS should be calculated “in terms of dollars that actually would have been paid by MTS to U S WEST assuming service from day one when MTS was prepared to accept the facilities it ordered.”�  Application for RRR, page 9.  Exhibit A to the application for RRR calculates the amounts owing to MTS based upon this principle.  We will modify our decision accepting Exhibit A as the appropriate amount to be paid to MTS by USWC.�

The Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc., on February 9, 1998 is granted only to the extent consistent with the above discussion, and is otherwise denied.


The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargu-ment, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the Mailed Date of this Decision.
