Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

On January 6, 1998, a Joint Application was filed by Convergent Communications, Inc. (“Convergent”), and Convergent Communications Services, Inc. (“CCSI”).  The application requests the Commission’s approval to transfer the assets and that portion of its certificate of public convenience and necessity (“CPCN”) which permits it to provide intraLATA toll service from Con-vergent to CCSI.�  The only asset being transferred is the CPCN portion.  

Convergent has restructured its operations into a holding company (Convergent) and an operating company (CCSI).  CCSI is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Convergent. In addition, Convergent Capital Corporation, a Colorado corporation (“C3”), is a wholly owned subsidiary of Convergent.  Neither CCSI nor C3 currently hold any authority from the Commission that would duplicate the authority sought.

The application is filed pursuant to § 40-15-303, C.R.S., and Rule 55 of this Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1.

The Commission issued a notice of the application  on January 9, 1998.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  Thus, this matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

A tariff was filed by Convergent under Advice Let-ter No. 1 on December 10, 1997 to be effective on February 1, 1998.  The tariff was withdrawn on January 16, 1998, and Con-vergent plans to submit another tariff under Advice Letter No. 2 in the near future.  Therefore, there is no tariff yet in effect in the State of Colorado. 

Convergent was incorporated in the State of Colo-rado.  Convergent has restructured its operations into a holding company (Convergent) and an operating company (CCSI).  All oper-ations involving telecommunications services will be provided by CCSI.

We conclude that the application states sufficient grounds for Commission approval and is in accordance with appli-cable laws and regulations.

ORDER

The Commission Orders That:

The joint application to transfer the assets and certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide intraLATA toll service from Convergent Communications, Inc., to Convergent Communications Services, Inc., is deemed complete.

The joint application to transfer the assets and certificate of public convenience and necessity from Convergent Communications, Inc., to Convergent Communications Services, Inc., is granted.

When the tariff is filed, it shall be filed under the name of Convergent Communications Services, Inc.

This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

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� Convergent’s CPCN also permits it to provide local exchange service.  The transfer of that portion of the CPCN has already been accomplished by notification in compliance with Rule 6 of the Commission’s Rules Regarding Application by Local Exchange Telecommunications Providers to Execute a Trans-fer, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-37.
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
