This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the petition to reopen proceeding filed by Casino Transportation, Inc. ("CTI"), the intervenor in this docket.  Applicant, Four Winds, Inc., doing business as People's Choice Transportation, Inc. ("People's Choice"), filed a response.


CTI contends that Commission Decision No. C97-1225, which extended People's Choice's contract carrier authority to include a scheduled service to ticketed passengers for and on behalf of Harvey's Wagon Wheel Hotel and Casino, Inc., should be reversed after a reopening of this docket.


While CTI's petition contains serious allegations, the Commission no longer has jurisdiction over this matter since CTI has sought judicial review of Decision No. C97-1225 under § 40-6-115, C.R.S.  Rule 91(b) of the Commission's Rules of Prac-tice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, is dis-positive on this point.  Thus, we will deny CTI's petition.
