A.
Statement



On March 4, 1998, ICG Telecom Group, Inc. (“ICG”), filed its application seeking an order of the Commission request-ing permission to change its Intrastate Communications Service Tariff, Colorado PUC Tariff No. 3, to become effective on less than 30 days statutory notice.  A supplement to the original application was received on March 9, 1998 and a second supplement to the application was received on March 17, 1998.  ICG also filed a motion for waiver of the Commission requirement that it supply cost information in support of this tariff filing.

B.
Findings of Fact

1. ICG seeks to revise Sheet 129 of its Colorado PUC Tariff No. 3, specifically to add call transport and tandem switching rates to its Traffic Exchange Service.  A copy of the Tariff sheet is attached as Appendix A.

2. ICG amended its initial filing of its Call Switch-ing and Termination call transport rate to change the call trans-port rate from a mileage-sensitive rate to a single rate per minute for all mileage bands.  After discussions with U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), ICG agreed to modify its call transport rate to exactly mirror the rates of U S WEST as well as the mileage-sensitive structure of the call termination rates.  On March 17, 1998, ICG filed second supplement to its application for change in tariff on less than 30 days notice to make its call transport rates equal those of USWC.  ICG intends to provide the equivalent call transport and tandem switching functions that are provided by U S WEST.  

3. The purpose of making this tariff change is to allow ICG to implement a reciprocal termination charge equal to the rates that U S WEST charges ICG for termination of ICG local traffic to U S WEST.  Without this tariff, ICG could be in the position of terminating local exchange traffic of other providers without compensation.

C.
Conclusions



The purpose of requesting this tariff change on less than statutory notice is to allow ICG to promptly implement a tariff for reciprocal call transport and tandem switching rates.  Therefore, good cause having been shown, the Commission will grant this application.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1.
The instant application filed by ICG Telecom Group, Inc., on March 4, 1998, supplemented on March 17, 1998, and the request to waive the Commission’s cost support require-ments for this filing is granted.

2.
ICG Telecom Group, Inc., is allowed to place Second Revised Sheet 129 of its Colorado PUC Tariff No. 3, to add call transport and tandem switching rates to its Traffic Exchange Service into effect on March 20, 1998.  A copy of this tariff sheet is attached to this Decision and Order as Appendix A.
