Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the applica-tion for reconsideration of Decision No. C98-133 filed by Vista International Communications, Inc. ("Vista").

2. In Decision No. C98-133, the Commission granted Vista's application for waiver of notice requirement, for author-ity to have its certificate of public convenience and necessity canceled, and to withdraw its tariff.  The Decision contains the following factual statement:  "Applicant states that it currently does not provide service to any customers within Colorado."

3. Vista points out that the above is a factual mis-statement.  While Vista does not have any customers of the regu-lated service it desires to no longer offer, Vista has no plans to change or discontinue the unregulated resold intrastate toll services it currently provides to Colorado customers.

4. The Commission finds Vista's application for reconsideration to be well founded and will grant the requested relief.

ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for reconsideration filed by Vista International Communications, Inc., is granted.

2. Paragraph No. I.A.2 of Decision No. C98-133 is revised to read as follows:

Applicant states that it currently does not provide regulated service to any customers within Colorado.  This is the basis for the request to waive the notice requirements.

3. All Ordering Paragraphs contained in Decision No. C98-133 shall continue to remain in full force and effect, including the liability for any 1998 Public Utilities assessment.

4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargu-ment, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the Mailed Date of this Decision and Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
