I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. The instant docket concerns the application by Lake Durango Water Company, Inc. (“Lake Durango” or “Applicant”), for a certificate of public convenience and necessity (“CPCN”).  The application for a CPCN was filed apparently pursuant to Com-mission decisions finding that Lake Durango is a public utility and directing it to comply with all statutes and regulations per-taining to the provision of service by water utilities.  See Decision Nos. C96-1109 (Docket No. 95F-446W, mailed date of October 22, 1996) and R96-631 (Docket No. 95F-446W, mailed date of June 25, 1996).

2. On the first day of hearing in this proceeding, the Applicant was permitted to withdraw its application by an Administrative Law Judge for the Commission.  See Decision No. R98-165 (mailed date of February 12, 1998).  Pursuant to the provisions of § 40-6-109(2), C.R.S., Decision No. R98-165 has become the decision of the Commission by operation of law.

3. Since the withdrawal of the application for a CPCN may be inconsistent with Commission directives that Lake Durango comply with all applicable provisions of law relating to water utilities (Decision Nos. C96-1109 and R96-631), the Commission will consider, pursuant to the provisions of § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S. (Commission may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it), whether this docket should be reopened for the purpose of considering Lake Durango’s application for a CPCN.

4. Prior to reopening this docket, however, the Com-mission will accept comments from the parties to this proceeding regarding the advisability of such action.  The parties to this docket may file comments as to whether the Commission should reopen this proceeding for the purpose of considering Lake Durango’s application for a CPCN.  Such comments shall be filed within 14 days of the effective date of this order.
