I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. In Decision No. R94-1641
 we granted authority to Qwest Communications Corporation
 (“Qwest”) to provide the fol-lowing services on a statewide basis:  interLATA toll; intraLATA toll; premium services; and advanced services.  That decision, as modified by Decision No. R95-150, directed Qwest to file an Advice Letter with accompanying tariffs within 120 days of the effective date of Decision No. R94-1641.  (The effective date of that decision was December 29, 1994.)  Commission records indi-cate that Qwest did not file proposed tariffs as directed by our prior orders in this docket.
   On March 16, 1998, Qwest sub-mitted Advice Letter No. 1 seeking to implement the authority granted previously granted by the Commission.  Qwest has cooper-ated fully with Commission Staff in attempting to file tariffs in compliance with Decision Nos. R94-1641 and R95-150.  At our April 8, 1998 Weekly Meeting, we determined that the proposed tariffs should be permitted to become effective by operation of law.

2. Given these circumstances we will, on our own motion, extend the time for Qwest to file an Advice Letter and accompanying tariffs to implement the previously granted author-ity.  We will extend the time for such filing to March 16, 1998.
