A.
Statement

1. On March 3, 1998, Digital Services Corporation  and Teligent, Inc. (“Applicants”), filed a joint application for an order authorizing the transfer of Digital Services Corpora-tion’s (“DSC”) certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide state-wide private line telecommunications services in the State of Colorado.  The joint application also included a request to transfer the Specific Form of Relaxed Regulatory treatment granted DSC in Commission Decision No. C96-662, dated June 26, 1996.

2. The Commission issued notice of this joint appli-cation on March 9, 1998.  Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding was to file a petition for leave to intervene within 30 days after the date of the notice, in this instance April 8, 1998.  There were no inter-ventions.

B.
Findings of Fact

1. DSC was granted a certificate of public conven-ience and necessity by the Commission on June 26, 1996 to provide interLATA and intraLATA private line services as defined in § 40-15-102(22), C.R.S., throughout the State of Colorado.

2. Teligent, Inc. (“Teligent”), was incorporated in the State of Delaware on September 26, 1997.  A certificate from the Colorado Secretary of State dated November 6, 1997 acknowl-edging that Teligent is authorized to do business in Colorado was submitted with the application.  Teligent, formerly Teligent LLC., was granted a certificate of public convenience and neces-sity to provide local exchange telecommunications services in the State of Colorado in Decision No. C97-1172, dated November 7, 1997.  Additionally, Teligent, on December 22, 1997, was granted a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide the following emerging competitive telecommunications services:  Switched Access; InterLATA Toll; and IntraLATA Toll.

3. Private Line telecommunications services are Part 3 Emerging Competitive Telecommunications services.

4. The services to be offered will be on a facilities-owned basis or through resale.

5. On March 27, 1998, the Applicants, DSC and Teligent, filed a request to withdraw the transfer of Specific Forms of Relaxed Regulatory Treatment which had been granted to DSC.

6. Teligent is not seeking relaxed regulatory treat-ment in this application.

7. The grant of the application is consistent with the public interest.

II.
order

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application submitted by Digital Serv-ices Corporation and Teligent, Inc., to transfer Digital Services Corporation’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services consist-ing of Private Line Telecommunications Services is deemed com-plete. 

2. The request to withdraw the transfer of the Spe-cific Forms of Relaxed Regulatory Treatment granted Digital Serv-ices Corporation is accepted.

3. As a result of this Order, Teligent, Inc., receives neither firm-specific nor any general form of relaxed regulation.  However, Teligent, Inc., is eligible to apply for a specific form of relaxed regulatory treatment pursuant to Rules 4 and 5 of The Rules Regulating Emerging Competitive Telecom-munications Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-24.  

4. The Applicants by this Decision and Order, are granted authority to transfer the Certificate of Public Conven-ience and Necessity for state-wide authority to provide Private Line Telecommunications Services from Digital Services Corpora-tion to Teligent, Inc.

5. Teligent, Inc., is required to file an adoption agreement with the Commission to facilitate the acceptance of Digital Services Corporation’s private line tariff as a part of Teligent, Inc.’s emerging competitive tariff.  Nothing in this transaction shall affect the current provision of private line services; however, Teligent through the standard procedures of filing appropriate advice letters with the Commission may request changes to the  private line tariff.

6. The Certificate of Public Convenience and Neces-sity to be granted herein is subject to all applicable Colorado statutes, Commission rules, regulations, and procedures. 
7. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
