I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A.
Statement

1.
This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the application filed by Voyager Networks, Inc. (“Voyager”), on March 2, 1998.  Voyager seeks permission to can-cel its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity ("CPCN"), to discontinue the provision of intrastate interexchange telecom-munications services (non-optional operator services, inmate services, relaxed inmate), and to withdraw its tariff.  The application is filed pursuant to Rule 57 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 (“Rule 57”).  

2.
The first supplemental application, filed April 3, 1998, requests waiver of the notice requirement set forth in Rule 57(d).

3.
Voyager states in its application that it has ceased operations in Colorado and that it has no customers in Colorado.

B.
Findings of Fact

1.
By Decision No. C94-641, Commission Docket No. 94A-159T, Voyager was authorized to provide intrastate inter-exchange telecommunications services (non-optional operator serv-ices, inmate services, relaxed inmate services) on a statewide basis.

2.
The request of Voyager to withdraw its CPCN and to discontinue service to the general public is not contrary to the public interest and should be granted.

3.
Withdrawal of the tariff of Voyager will also be authorized.  

4.
Waiver of the notice requirements of Rule 57 will also be authorized.

5.
The Commission issued notice of this application on March 6, 1998.  No interventions were received.  Thus, this matter will be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1.
The application is deemed complete.  

2.
Voyager Networks, Inc., is authorized to withdraw its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity and to dis-continue the provisioning of intrastate interexchange telecommu-nications service (non-optional operator services, inmate serv-ices, relaxed inmate) within Colorado.

3.
The tariff of Voyager Networks, Inc., is con-sidered to have been withdrawn.

4.
A waiver of the notice requirements of Rule 57 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, is authorized.

5.
The 20-day time period provided in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application to the Commission for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the day after the mailed date of this Order. 

6.
This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
