A.
Statement

1. On April 6, 1998, UniDial Incorporated and UniDial Holdings, Inc., or collectively (“Applicants”), filed a joint application for an order authorizing a proposed internal cor-porate restructuring.   

2. The Commission issued notice of this joint appli-cation on April 10, 1998.  Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding was to file a petition for leave to intervene within ten days after the date of the notice, in this instance April 20, 1998.  There were no interven-tions.

3. On April 6, 1998, Applicants also filed a Motion for Protective Order to protect financial information from dis-closure. 

B.
Findings of Fact

1. UniDial Incorporated is certified by the Colorado Public Utilities Commission to provide non-optional operator services throughout the State of Colorado pursuant to a Letter of Registration (“LOR”) granted by the Commission in Docket No. 95N-450T, on October 18, 1995.  

2. UniDial Incorporated in this filing is seeking:  1) permission to change its name to UniDial Communications, Inc.; and 2) permission enter into a corporate restructuring plan wherein the control of UniDial Communications, Inc., will be transferred to UniDial Holdings, Inc., a newly formed company incorporated in Delaware on March 3, 1998.  This filing, pursuant to Rule 723-55, relates to the change in control and subsequent transfer of UniDial Incorporated’s Letter of Registration to pro-vide non-optional operator services.

3. UniDial Communications will be a wholly-owned sub-sidiary of UniDial Holdings, Inc.   UniDial Holdings, Inc., will be owned by the present owners of UniDial Incorporated, in iden-tical proportions.  No direct changes in the ownership, manage-ment, tariff, rates, or telecommunications services offered in Colorado is anticipated. 

4. The proposed restructuring will have no effect on UniDial Incorporated’s customers in Colorado.  The proposed merger is designed to enhance UniDial Incorporated’s corporate structure by providing greater flexibility to obtain financing for its continued expansion, and improve efficiencies.

5. Granting the application will be in the public interest.

The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application submitted by UniDial Incor-porated and UniDial Holdings, Inc., to transfer control of UniDial Incorporated’s Letter of Registration to provide non-optional operator services and to change the name of UniDial Incorporated to UniDial Communications, Inc., is deemed complete. 

2. The name change is approved. 

3. The change in control of UniDial Incorporated and its Letter of Registration to UniDial Holdings, Inc., is approved.  
4. The joint applicants’ Motion for Protective Order is granted.  The protective provisions set forth at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-44, Appendix A, are adopted as the pro-tective provisions in this docket.
