I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A.
Statement:


1.
On April 22, 1998 The Mountain Men, Inc., doing business as Best Mountain Tours, filed an application (Docket No. 98A-183BP-Extension-ETA) for emergency temporary authority to extend operations under contract carrier permit no. B-9404 to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage, between all points located within a 25-mile radius of the intersection of Interstate 25 and 120th Avenue in Westminster, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.  This application is restricted to rendering transportation services for the following named customer only:  Lucent Technologies International Customer Visits ("Lucent").


2.
By § 40-6-120, C.R.S., the application for emergency temporary authority is under consideration for a Commission order.



3.
Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need.  Section 40-6-120(4) further states: "If the Commission is of the opinion that an emergency exists, it may issue temporary authority or approval at once by making specific reference in its order to the circumstances constituting the emergency, in which case no notice need be given, but any such emergency authority or approval shall expire no later than thirty days after it was issued."


B.
Findings


1.
The applicant currently holds authority to provide, under contract, transportation service for American Telephone and Telegraph Company ("AT&T"), between all points within a 25-mile radius of the intersection of Colfax Avenue and Broadway in Denver, Colorado.  The applicant indicates that it is only filing this application because of the divestiture of Lucent from AT&T and that it is now seeking to provide the same service for Lucent as it has for AT&T.  However, the authority sought is quite expansive from that authorized under B-9404.  



2.
The support filed on behalf of the application does indicate Lucent is a fully divested company which was formerly a division of AT&T, and that Lucent seeks to utilize the same services as were provided to AT&T.  These services require that the driver not only drive, but also greet Lucent customers inside the airport, assist with their baggage, and deliver them to either the Lucent Technologies lab or a designated hotel.  Each trip is unique depending upon the needs of the visitor.  In the case of delivery to a hotel, the driver is also required to unload baggage and take care of the hotel check-in. 


C.
Conclusion



1.
The applicant has provided no justification or showing of an emergency need for service to points other than that which are currently authorized by B-9404.  This portion of the application will be denied.



2.
The applicant has shown, due to the divestiture of Lucent from AT&T, there is an emergency need for the authorization of additional transportation services.  The Commission finds that Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9404 should be extended to include Lucent Technologies as a customer of the services presently authorized. 



2.
The Applicant has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought and is willing, ready, and able to operate under all Commission rules and regulations governing carriers by motor vehicle.



3.
The Applicant is advised that the granting of an emergency temporary authority makes no presumption that temporary or permanent authority will be granted.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:


1.
The Mountain Men, Inc., doing business as Best Mountain Tours is granted emergency temporary authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier for a period of thirty days commencing from the mailed date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the attached Appendix.



2.
The Mountain Men, Inc., doing business as Best Mountain Tours, shall not commence operation until all requirements have been met and notice in writing has been received from the Commission that the Applicant is in compliance and may begin service.



3.
The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this decision.


B.
This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
