Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the motion filed by Colorado Tour Line, L.L.C., doing business as Gray Line of Denver (“Gray Line”) on April 24, 1998.  The motion seeks correction of clerical errors in Certificate of Public Conven-ience and Necessity (“CPCN”) PUC No. 55 & I and a reissuance of the CPCN.

2. Gray Line explains that its existing authority contains a clerical error limiting the transportation of pas-sengers in sightseeing service to vehicles with a passenger capacity of less than 32.  The error stems from a discrepancy in an application by Gray Line’s predecessor in interest.  In that application, the applicant sought, and the Commission intended to grant by Decision No. C88-478, a restriction pertaining only to charter authority; however, the certificate set forth in Decision No. C88-478 also restricted the applicant’s authority to provide sightseeing service.

3. The Commission finds that a clerical error does exist and that CPCN PUC No. 55 & I as presently written improp-erly restricts certain aspects of Gray Line’s authority to provide sightseeing service.  In short, Gray Line’s authority to provide sightseeing service should not be restricted to vehicles with a passenger capacity of less than 32.  Thus, the Commission will correct the error and redescribe CPCN PUC No. 55 & I.  In so doing, the Commission will divide Paragraph II of CPCN PUC No. 55 & I into two paragraphs and renumber the other paragraphs and paragraph references accordingly.

The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion filed by Colorado Tour Line, L.L.C., doing business as Gray Line to correct a clerical error and redescribe Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55 & I is granted.

2. Appendix A sets forth the full recitation of authority now held by Colorado Tour Line, L.L.C., doing business as Gray Line, pursuant to Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55 & I.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargu-ment, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the Mailed Date of this Decision.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
