On or before October 15, 1998, Applicant shall file a written request either for an extension of this suspension period, or a request to reinstate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 9742.  Prior to reinstatement, insurance and tariffs shall be filed.  The failure to file a written request either for an extension of suspension or reinstatement of the certificate and filing of insurance and tariffs may result in revocation of the authority without further notice.
