I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A.
Statement

1.
On April 6, 1998, Applicant Sangre de Cristo Elec-tric Association, Inc. (“Sangre de Cristo”), filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity ("CPCN") for territory located in Chaffee and Saguache counties in the State of Colorado.  By this application, Applicant seeks an order of the Commission to extend the area served by Sangre de Cristo to include certain areas in the counties of Chaffee and Saguache, State of Colorado, as more particularly described in attached Exhibit 1.

2.
The only other public utility in the vicinity is the San Luis Valley Rural Electric Cooperative, Inc. ("San Luis Valley"), which has a certificated area several miles from that described in Exhibit 1 to this Decision.  San Luis Valley has no objection to the instant application per an agreement filed with the application.  

3.
Upon due and proper notice to all interested par-ties, no petitions to intervene were filed in opposition to the granting of the application, and the Commission has the authority to determine this matter under its modified procedure as a non-contested and unopposed matter pursuant to § 40‑6‑109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedures, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  

B.
Findings and Conclusions

1.
Applicant currently has a CPCN to furnish elec-trical energy and provide service in the Counties of Chaffee and Saguache, State of Colorado.  The CPCN to serve these counties was granted by the Commission in Decision No. 50984 (1958).

2.
The electric plant and facilities of Applicant is adequate and sufficient to serve all of the members it presently serves plus any members who may reside in the area to be cer-tificated to Applicant through this application.

3.
No other public utility is certificated to serve the area requested by Applicant in its application and depicted in Exhibit 1.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1.
The Application for a Certificate of Public Con-venience and Necessity filed by Sangre de Cristo Electric Asso-ciation, Inc., is granted. The service area granted in this Order is specifically described in Exhibit 1 to this Decision.

2.
Sangre de Cristo Electric Association, Inc., shall file tariffs within 45 days from the effective date of this Order that reflect the change in its service territory as set forth in paragraph 1 of this ordering section.

3.
This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
