BY THE COMMISSION

Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On March 27, 1997, McLeod Telemanagement, Inc. (“McLeod”), in Decision No. R97-329, was granted a Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services throughout the entire State of Colorado and a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications serv-ices in the following local exchange areas:  Avondale; Canon City; Pueblo; Vineland; Greeley; LaSalle; Platteville; Sterling; Fort Collins; Wellington; Colorado Springs; Fountain; Green Moun-tain Falls; Larkspur; and Woodland Park.

2. On September 15, 1997, McLeod filed its Notice of Intent to expand its operating authority to include the following local exchange areas:  Boulder; Longmont; and Loveland. 

3. Pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-35-6.4, McLeod’s request to expand its operating authority to include the Boulder, Longmont, and Loveland local exchange areas was approved with an effective date of November 14, 1997.

4. McLeod has filed an advice letter to amend its tariff to include the expanded operating area.  The advice letter was accepted; thus, McLeod’s tariff includes Boulder, Longmont, and Loveland as portions of their operating area.

5. Granting McLeod an expansion of its operating authority to enable it to serve more customers in the State is consistent with the public interest of promoting competition. Residential and business customers in the communities of Boulder, Longmont, and Loveland should be given choices in selecting their local exchange telecommunications carrier.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1.
McLeod Telemanagement, Inc.’s Certificate of Pub-lic Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecom-munications service is expanded to include residential and busi-ness customers residing in the Boulder, Longmont, and Loveland local exchange areas.

2.
This Decision and Order is consistent with the provisions of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723—35-6.5. 

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
