BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1.
On May 12, 1998, Level 3 Communications, LLC (“Level 3”) filed its motion requesting an extension of time of 180 days from April 14, 1998 within which to file its initial tariff for implementing Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services in the State of Colorado.  The request was filed because the company has been focused primarily on completing intercon-nection negotiations with U S WEST Communications, Inc.  There-fore, Level 3 has not solidified its relationships with underlying facilities-based providers of emerging competitive services.

Additionally, on May 12, 1998, Level 3 requested three years from the effective date of Decision No. C98-373 to file a tariff for resold advanced features and premium services.  Level 3 is requesting this period of extension so that it coin-cides with the tariff filing date of it facilities-based emerging competitive services tariff.

U S WEST Communications, Inc., filed a response on May 22, 1998.  U S WEST Communications, Inc., does not oppose the requested extension.

Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commis-sion finds good cause to grant both extension requests. 

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1.
The motion of Level 3 Communications, LLC for a 180-day extension of time to file its final tariff for resale emerging competitive services is hereby granted.  Level 3 Com-munications, LLC shall file its initial tariff to provide resale emerging competitive telecommunications resold switched access, private line, and nonoptional operator services on or before October 11, 1998.  

2.
The motion of Level 3 Communications, LLC to file a tariff and/or price list for resold advanced features and pre-mium services is granted.  Level 3 Communications, LLC shall file its tariff within three years of April 14, 1998.
