BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusion:


1.
On March 17, 1998 Kids Wheels, LLC., filed an application (Docket No. 98A-138CP-Extension-TA) for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 50096, to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage,  in call-and-demand limousine service, between all points in the following described areas:(1) Beginning at the intersection of 120th Avenue and Gun Club Road, as extended; thence south along Gun Club Road, as extended, to its intersection with Lincoln Avenue, as extended; thence west along Lincoln Avenue, as extended, to its intersection with Colorado State Highway 93, as extended; thence north along Colorado State Highway 93, as extended, to its intersection with 120th Avenue, as extended; thence east along 120th Avenue, as extended, to the point of beginning; (2) Beginning at the intersection of 120th Avenue, as extended, and Gun Club Road, as extended; thence west along 120th Avenue, as extended, to its intersection with Colorado Highway 93; thence north along an imaginary line to its intersection with Isabelle Road, as extended; thence east along Isabelle Road, as extended, to its intersection with Gun Club Road; thence south along Gun Club Road, as extended, to the point of beginning; and (3) All points in the County of Pueblo, State of Colorado.  This application is restricted as follows: (A) To the transportation of persons 17 years of age or younger; (B) Against the transportation of persons 18 years of age or older, unless the age or condition of the passenger 17 years of age or younger prevents said passenger from being transported without the supervision of a parent, guardian, or attendant; (C) Against providing service to or from Denver International Airport; (D) Against providing service within Boulder County; and (E) To the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of 15 passengers or less, including the driver.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on March 30, 1998. Interventions opposing a grant of the application were timely filed by Denver Taxi, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab and/or Super Shuttle 1-800-Blue-Van, City Cab Company, Cabs, Inc., doing business as Zone Cabs, Inc. and/or Centgennial Sedans, Inc.

3. On June 1, 1998, the intervenor Zone Cabs, Inc. doing business as Zone Cabs, Inc. and/or Centgennial Sedans, Inc. filed a withdrawal of its intervention.


4.
By § 40-6-120, C.R.S., the application for temporary authority is under consideration for a Commission order.



5.
Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need.



6.
This applicant is currently authorized to provide transportation services exclusively to children within the territory described above.  The extension of authority sought would allow for the transportation of accompanying adults within the described territory.  The proposal expands the applicant's service authority into a realm of service provided by the intervenors, transporting adults with children in their custody.  There is nothing within the support to indicate the proposed service is unique from the existing services, or cannot be provided by the intervenors. There is also nothing within the application to indicate there is an immediate or urgent need for the service.  As such this application fails to meet the criteria demanded by the law for granting of temporary authority and will be denied.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:


1.
This application is denied. 


2.
The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.
