Statement

1.
This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the Motion for Leave to File Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration submitted by Commission Staff (“Staff”).  The motion requests that Staff be permitted to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (“RRR”) to Decision No. C98-541 on or before June 18, 1998.  We will deny the motion as unnecessary.

First, we note that Staff does not require Com-mission permission in order to file an application for RRR.  In addition, we point out that Decision No. C98-541 specifically postponed the filing of applications for RRR by all parties pend-ing further orders of the Commission in this docket.  The filing of applications for RRR was deferred inasmuch as we have issued a Supplemental Notice of Proposed Rulemaking in this case, and will conduct further hearings in this matter.  Applications for RRR will be due after a Commission order based upon the supplemental hearing, and Staff will be permitted to submit an application for RRR at that time.  The submission of applications for RRR before the supplemental rulemaking hearing and a Commission order based upon that hearing would be premature.
