I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (the "Commission") on its own motion following a review of the Commission’s Cost Allocation Rules for Electric and Gas Utilities’ Nonregulated Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-47 (“Cost Allocation Rules”).  

2. Specifically, 4 CCR 723-47-6.1 provides that each utility “shall file an application . . . for approval of its [cost allocation manual] within 180 days of the effective date of these rules or such other time to accommodate a staggered filing schedule if one is established by the Commission.”  Cost allocation manuals are due on or before June 29, 1998.

3. The Commission finds that, even though the deadline for the filing of cost allocation manuals is only a few days away, it is beneficial to enter an order establishing a staggered filing schedule as is permitted by the Cost Allocation Rules.  The purpose for establishing a staggered filing schedule is to permit the smaller utilities to follow the example set in the Commission’s review of the applications to be filed by the two largest electric and gas utilities in Colorado.

II. ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

4. The requirement to file an application effective on 30 days notice for approval of its cost allocation manual within 180 days of the effective date of the Commission’s Cost Allocation Rules for Electric and Gas Utilities’ Nonregulated Services, as required by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-47-6.1, shall apply only to Public Service Company of Colorado and UtiliCorp United Inc.

5. All other electric and gas utilities subject to the Commission’s Cost Allocation Rules for Electric and Gas Utilities’ Nonregulated Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-47, shall file their respective cost allocation manuals within 30 days following the Commission’s final approval of the cost allocation manuals submitted by Public Service Company of Colorado and UtiliCorp United Inc.  The 30-day period shall begin to run following the later of the two approvals.  Like the applications of Public Service Company of Colorado and UtiliCorp United Inc., the applications for approval of a cost allocation manual filed pursuant to this ordering paragraph shall be filed effective on 30 days notice.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
