Statement
1.
The Colorado Public Utilities Commission hereby gives notice of proposed rulemaking regarding amendments to the Rules Prescribing the Provision of Emergency 9-1-1 Services for Emergency Telecommunications Service Providers and Basic Local Exchange Carriers, 4 CCR 723-29.  The intent of the proposed rules is to specify requirements related to interconnection between wireless telecommunications carriers and basic local exchange carriers or basic emergency service providers to the extent such interconnection concerns the provision of 9-1-1 service.  For example, proposed Rule 8 states that a basic local exchange carrier or a basic emergency service provider shall not interconnect with a wireless carrier for the purpose of delivering 9-1-1 calls to a public safety answering point unless the wireless carrier agrees to certain listed provisions regarding 9-1-1 service.  A copy of the proposed rules is attached to this notice of proposed rulemaking.  The statutory authority for the proposed rules is found at §§ 40-2-108, 40-3-102, and 40-15-201(2)(b), C.R.S.

The Commission will conduct a hearing on the proposed rules and related issues at the below stated time and place.  Interested persons may submit written comments on the rules and present these orally at hearing, unless the Commission deems oral presentations unnecessary.  The Commission also encourages interested persons to submit written comments before the hearing scheduled in this matter.  In the event interested persons wish to file comments before hearing, the Commission requests that such comments be filed ten days prior to the hearing date.  The Commission will consider all submissions.
