I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A.
Statement, Findings, and Conclusion:


1.
On June 18, 1998 Correctional Connections Limited Liability Company, filed an application (Docket No. 98A-277BP-Extension-ETA) for emergency temporary authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of juveniles in custody or placed in a locked setting pursuant to the orders of the Courts; and the parents of such juveniles, between all points within the State of Colorado. This application is restricted to providing service for the Jefferson County Sheriff's Department,Golden, Colorado.


2.
By § 40-6-120, C.R.S., the application for emergency temporary authority is under consideration for a Commission order.



3.
Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need.  Section 40-6-120(4) further states: "If the Commission is of the opinion that an emergency exists, it may issue temporary authority or approval at once by making specific reference in its order to the circumstances constituting the emergency, in which case no notice need be given, but any such emergency authority or approval shall expire no later than thirty days after it was issued."


B.
Findings


1.
The support filed on behalf of this application indicates there is a continued need for this type of service, and that the applicant is presently providing this exact service for several named customers, including the Jefferson Center for Mental Health ("JCMH"). In the past this mental health center has utilized funds appropriated by the Colorado legislature to pay for these transportation services.  However, this funding source has been discontinued and with the lack of funding the transportation services are also to be discontinued. 



2.
Because of the inevitable stoppage of service, the Jefferson County Sheriff's Department has entered into negotiations with the applicant. The Sheriff's Department states there is an emergency need for the continuation of these services, and has requested that they be added to the list of customers for which the applicant can provide service. 


C.
Conclusion



1.
The Commission finds due to the facts stated above, there is an emergency need for additional transportation services.  The Commission will grant the application. 



2.
The Applicant has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought and are willing, ready, and able to operate under all Commission rules and regulations governing carriers by motor vehicle.



3.
This application for emergency temporary authority is in the public interest and should be granted.



4.
The Applicant is advised that the granting of an emergency temporary authority creates no presumption that temporary or permanent authority will be granted

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:


1.
Correctional Connections Limited Liability Company is granted emergency temporary authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier for a period of thirty days commencing from the mailed date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the attached Appendix.



2.
Correctional Connections Limited Liability Company shall not commence operation until all requirements have been met and notice in writing has been received from the Commission that the Applicant is in compliance and may begin service.



3.
The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this decision.
