I.
BY THE COMMISSION


Statement
1.
On May 8, 1998, Amcom L.L.C. (“Amcom”) filed an application for a Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Service (“CPLE”) throughout the entire State of Colorado, Notice of Intent to Exercise Operating Authority in the geographic area in which U.S. West Communications, Inc. operates in the State of Colorado, and specified Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services in the entire State of Colorado on a resale basis.

2.
The Commission has reviewed the contents of this application and finds that it does not contain all of the information required to be filed by the Commission in its rules regarding Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Service, 4 CCR 723-24, Authority to Offer Local Exchange Telecommunications Services, 4 CCR 723-35, and should therefore, be deemed incomplete until such time as the additional required materials are filed.  Specifically, this application is lacking the following items:

a.
Inconsistencies and clarifications in the letter accompanying the application.

b.
Amcom has no Financial Statements.  Staff has requested that Amcom provide pro-forma Financial Statements.

c.
Clarifications and consistency of terminology in the body of the application.

d.
Amcom is starting up the company with very limited funds.  Amcom expects to fund the business with future revenues.  Staff has asked how the facilities based carrier’s deposit requirement will be met per 4 CCR 723-40-3.4, if the facilities based carrier deems that it requires a deposit from Amcom.

e.
Amcom requests to adopt the metes and bounds provided by U S WEST Communications, Inc. in its tariff. Staff has requested that Amcom request a waiver of this requirement (4 CCR 723-35-6.1.2) since Amcom has provided the necessary maps in its form tariff.

f.
Amcom needs to provide a target date for the initiation of its service offering.

g.
Amcom states in its application that it is adopting the description of local calling areas included in U S WEST Communications, Inc.’s tariff.  Amcom must list this information in its own tariff.

h.
Amcom states that it is unaware of any other entities providing similar services in its proposed operating area.  Amcom has been shown the jurisdictional telephone utility list and should include a list of these companies in its application.

i.
Amcom must include with its application an affidavit signed by an officer or owner that states that the contents of its Notice are true and correct.  This must be attached to the application.

j.
Notice was to be sent to all other providers operating in Amcom’s proposed operating area via United States Mail at the same time the Notice of Intent to Exercise Operating Authority was filed.  Staff has asked for a copy of the notice that was sent, when it was mailed, and to whom it was mailed.  This information has not yet been provided.

k.
In the conclusion to the application, there is inconsistency as to the authority sought, operating area requested, and what kind of certificate Amcom is requesting.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1.
This application filed by Amcom L.L.C., on May 8, 1998, is deemed to be incomplete as of the mailed date above.  Amcom L.L.C. shall file the additional information listed above, or in the alternative, a statement as to why it believes that this additional information is not required and the grounds for this belief, no later than August 18, 1998.

2.
This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
