Proper notice of the filing of this application has been given under § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed by any person within the time prescribed.  This proceeding is noncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

The evidence submitted warrants approval of the transfer and issuance of the capital stock, as requested.

James DePoyster is authorized to transfer all 1000 shares of his existing capital stock in Casino Transportation, Inc.  to Casino Transportation, Inc.  These stock shares shall be designated as treasury shares, never to be reissued.  Additionally, the change in ownership, resulting from this transfer as well as the issuance of 3000 previously unissued shares of corporate stock to Mr. Gregory Waterman(400 shares), Ms. Tina Vollmar(1,400 shares) and Mr. Craig Caldwell(1,200 shares), is approved.



4.
The right of Transferees to operate under this Order shall depend on compliance with the present and future laws and Commission rules and regulations, and the prior filing by Transferor of delinquent reports, if any, covering operations under the Certificate up to the time of the Transfer of the capital stock.



3.
Transferees shall file an acceptance of stock transfer signed by the buyers and sellers.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Applicants do not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order then ordering paragraph 1 above, which grants authority to the Transferee, shall be void, and the approval granted shall then be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance, if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.
