Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission (“Commission”) for consideration of the applica-tion for rehearing, reargument, and reconsideration (“RRR”) to Decision No. C98-574 filed by Yellow Transportation, LLC, doing business as Denver Taxi, LLC, Boulder Taxi, LLC, Denver Shuttle, LLC, Shuttle Associates, LLC, and Boulder Shuttle, LLC (collec-tively “Yellow Transportation”) on July 6, 1998.

2. The application for RRR generally alleges that the Commission:  (1) should not have granted a temporary authority to Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express (“Dashabout”) to provide taxi service from points within the Denver metropolitan area to points in Logan County; and (2) should clarify Dashabout’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) by the addition of a restriction against the provision of taxi service between points within a 55-mile radius of the intersection of Colfax Avenue and Broadway, Denver, Colorado, and between Denver International Air-port and any such points.

3. With respect to the first issue, the Commission considered the overlap and determined that Dashabout’s applica-tion met the public interest requirement for the grant of a tem-porary authority with respect to taxi service from the Denver metropolitan area to Logan County.  See Decision No. C98-574, ¶ I.C.4.  In its application for RRR, Yellow Transportation did not raise issues in addition to those contained in its intervention.  Thus, the Commission is not persuaded that its original decision was in error.  Thus, the Commission will deny this request for RRR.

4. Regarding the request to insert a restriction in the authority granted by Decision No. C98-574, the Commission finds that no change to the language of the CPCN extension appended to that decision is necessary.  However, the Commission clarifies that the temporary authority granted to Dashabout by Decision No. C98-574 does not permit the provision of service by a taxi between any points within a 55-mile radius of the inter-section of Colfax Avenue and Broadway, Denver, Colorado.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for rehearing, reargument, and reconsideration filed by Yellow Transportation, LLC, doing busi-ness as Denver Taxi, LLC, Boulder Taxi, LLC, Denver Shuttle, LLC, Shuttle Associates, LLC, and Boulder Shuttle, LLC on July 6, 1998 is denied with the above clarification.
