BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the application to abandon authority and withdraw tariff by Capital Network System, Inc. (“CNSI”).  CNSI initiated this proceeding by filing its “Cancellation of Certificate of Capital Network System, Inc.”  Dated June 22, 1998, the Commis-sion received this notice on June 24, 1998.  On our own motion, we construe the notice as an application to abandon its authority and withdraw tariff under Rule 57, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  Now being duly advised, we will grant the application.

2. CNSI states that it is requesting withdrawal of its tariff and cancellation of its Certificate of Public Conven-ience and Necessity as granted in Decision No. C93-1416, Docket No. 93A-554T.  According to Commission records, CNSI has been granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to pro-vide non-optional operator services only, as opposed to a Letter of Registration, the current enabling document issued by this Commission for the provision of non-optional operator services. We construe the notice as an application to abandon CNSI’s authority and to withdraw its tariff with respect to non-optional operator services.  

3. The application by CNSI states that it has no cus-tomers and provides no intrastate telecommunications services in Colorado, and that, therefore, no one will be adversely affected by the canceling of CNSI’s tariff and certificate. CNSI trans-mitted its last domestic telephone call in June of 1997.  There are no customers for CNSI to notify that it is no longer pro-viding service.  CNSI has been purchased by another entity, which provides services only in foreign nations. 

4. Good grounds having been stated, we will grant the application to abandon authority and withdraw tariff.

The Commission Orders That:

1. The Notice filed by Capital Network System, Inc., on June 24, 1998 is construed as an application to abandon its authority and withdraw its tariff for non-optional operator serv-ices.  As so construed, the application is deemed complete.

2. The application to abandon its authority and with-draw its tariff for non-optional operator services is granted.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
