I.
BY THE COMMISSION

STATEMENT, FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS
1.
This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (the "Commission") for consideration of the completeness of the verified application for authorization to provide electric service pursuant to the provisions of § 40-3-104.3, C.R.S., filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”).  Public Service filed its application on August 14, 1998.

2.
Pursuant to Rule 3.3 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Applications Filed in Accordance with § 40-3-104.3, C.R.S., Concerning the Authority of the Public Utilities Commission to Flexibly Regulate Gas, Electric, or Steam Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-10 (“Contract Service Rules”), the Commission may determine an application to be incomplete when there is a need for additional information.

3.
In the instant matter, the Commission finds that some additional information regarding the contents of Confidential Exhibit 1 is a necessary part of the public portion of the application.  Specifically, the Commission believes that the description of Confidential Exhibit 1 set forth in paragraph 5(A) of the application and paragraph 2 of Public Service’s contemporaneously filed motion for protective order does not adequately describe the contents of that exhibit.

4.
The Commission further finds that, without additional descriptive information regarding Confidential Exhibit 1 in the public portion of Public Service’s application, a potential intervenor cannot adequately determine whether or not it has an interest in this matter.  Thus, notice of the filing of the application pursuant to § 40-3-104.3(1)(b), C.R.S., and Rule 4.1.2 of the Contract Service Rules should be deferred pending receipt of the supplemental information.

5.
For these reasons, the Commission will require Public Service to supplement its application with additional descriptive language.  The Commission will only allow three days for the filing of this information in an effort to expedite review of the merits of this application consistent with the intent of § 40-3-104.3, C.R.S.

6.
As a result of these determinations, the Commission will defer ruling on Public Service’s motion for protective order at this time.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1.
As filed, the verified application of Public Service Company of Colorado for authorization to provide electric service pursuant to the provisions of § 40-3-104.3, C.R.S., filed on August 14, 1998, is incomplete.

2.
On or before August 27, 1998, Public Service Company of Colorado shall supplement the public portion of its application with a more complete description of the contents of Confidential Exhibit 1.

3.
Upon receipt of the supplemental information, the Commission will promptly review the application and, if it is determined to be complete, will rule on the motion for protective order and issue notice of the application.

4.
This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
