Statement
1.
On May 21, 1998, DMJ Communications, Inc. (“DMJ”), filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) to provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Service throughout the State of Colorado, operating in the area in which U S WEST Communications, Inc., provides service, and a CPCN to provide specified Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services in the entire State of Colorado, all on a resale basis.

On July 8, 1998, DMJ filed a request for a continuance to supplement its Application until August 12, 1998, to incorporate its proposal to provide services on a facilities-owned as well as on a resale basis into its Application.

On August 10, 1998, DMJ filed its request for delay of Processing Application in the above captioned Docket, to allow it to make its application complete.  DMJ requests an extension of time until September 25, 1998.  In the initial filing DMJ was seeking to provide telecommunications services on a resale basis. DMJ is reconsidering its business plan, and is investigating whether to provide services on a facilities-owned basis also.
