Correct the Dissenting Opinion of Commissioner R. Brent Alderfer in the fourth sentence of ¶ IV.A. of Commission Decision No. C98‑891, replacing the word "enforcing" with the word "efficiency" so that ¶ IV.A. reads as follows:

A.
I respectfully dissent from the majority opinion.  I continue to believe the public interest requires at best some review of applications for certificates of public convenience and necessity (“CPCNs”) for transmission facilities.  Changes in technology and marketing of electricity are increasingly driving investment decisions in transmission facilities.  In recognition of those changes, the public interest requires at a minimum an investigation and comparison of options, as for example, load shaping, efficiency, small-scale or distributed generation options, alternative supply, and facilities duplication to name a few.  Accordingly, I would require that this and future applications for CPCNs of transmission facilities include a review not only of alternative paths, but of alternative technologies and options, from generation to load.  The public interest in large transmission line additions requires this analysis to allow an informed finding of public convenience and necessity.
