Statement and Findings of Fact

1. This Application was filed on July 16, 1998 by CRG International, Inc., doing business as Network One ("Network One"), and Professional Communications Management Services, Inc., doing business as Procome ("Procom") (referred to jointly as "Applicants").  The application, pursuant to §§ 40-5-105 and 40-15-303, C.R.S., and Rule 55 of this Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-1, is for authority for Network One to purchase the assets of Procom, including a transfer of customer accounts.

2. On August 6, 1998, the Applicants filed a supplement to its application to clarify page one of the application to indicate as follows:  that Network One will provide non-optional operator services to the customers of Procom under the operating authority previously issued to Network One.  Applicants propose to render the same services following the transaction as before, i.e., customer dialed/automated and operator assisted calling and directory assistance.  The charges for such services will remain the same pursuant to Network One's tariff on file at the Commission.

3. The Commission issued a notice of the Application on July 23, 1998.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  Thus, this matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

4. When the transfer is completed, Network One will have acquired the assets of Procom.  Service will be provided under the name of Network One.

B. Findings and Conclusions

1. Network One is incorporated under the laws of the State of Georgia and authorized to do business in Colorado since December, 1997.  Network One holds a Letter of Registration to provide non-optional services in Colorado by Commission Decision No. C98-22, effective January 7, 1998, Docket No. 97N-552T.

2. In Colorado, Procom holds a Letter of Registration to provide intrastate, non-optional operator services, as a Part 3 Service provider in accordance with § 40-15-301(2), C.R.S., Docket No. 95N-433T, Decision No. C95-119 effective date November 29, 1995.

3. We conclude that the application states sufficient grounds for Commission approval.

ORDER

The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of CRG International, Inc., doing business as Network One and Professional Communications Management Services, Inc., doing business as Procome for CRG International, Inc., doing business as Network One to purchase the assets of Professional Communications Management Services, Inc., doing business as Procome is granted.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
