Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On August 19, 1998, Applicant Southeast Colorado Power Association, Inc., doing business as SECOM (“SECOM”), filed an application for Specific Forms of Relaxed Regulation in accordance with § 40-15-101, C.R.S., and Rule 4 of the Commission's Rules concerning Applications for Specific Forms of Relaxed Regulation and Deregulation of Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services Providers found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-24.  The Applicant has filed a separate application, with the Commission, for Certification to Provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services.

2. On August 25, 1998, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed and Notice of Hearing providing notice to all interested parties that this application had been filed.  Interventions were due on or before September 24, 1998.

3. On September 16, 1998, SECOM filed a supplement to its application revising the specific forms of relaxed regulation SECOM is requesting.

B. Discussion

1. Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., the Commission finds that this matter may be considered without a hearing.

2. Applicant requests:  1) waiver of the requirement of filing cost support found in Rule 4 CCR 723-30; 2) Shortened Notice Period of not less than five days in accordance with 4 CCR 723-24-5.3.4; and 3) permission to file Flexible Pricing Bands in Price Lists in accordance with 4 CCR 723-24-5.3.2.

3. A waiver of these requirements will reduce the economic burden of regulation and will not harm the public interest.

4. We find that good cause has been stated for the requested waiver, and will grant the application.

ORDER

The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. Southeast Colorado Power Association, Inc., doing business as SECOM's application for variance from the Rules Prescribing Principles for Costing and Pricing of Regulated Services of Telecommunications Service Providers, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-30, is granted.

3. In accordance with 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-24-5.3.4 and 723-24-5.3.2, Southeast Colorado Power Association, Inc., doing business as SECOM is also granted a Shortened Notice Period and given permission to file Flexible Pricing Bands in Price Lists.

4. The hearing in this matter set for November 23, 1998 is vacated.  

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
