I.
BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the letter, construed as a motion, filed by Kidz Karz Ltd. (“Kidz Karz”), on September 4, 1998.  The motion, which was not timely filed, seeks an extension of time within which to properly file tariffs.  This motion is unopposed.

2. Now being duly advised in the premises, the Commission will grant the extension of time.

B.
Findings and Conclusions


1. On February 6, 1998, Kidz Karz was granted a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide common carriage services in the nature of non-emergency medical transportation to minors in the Denver metropolitan area.  See Decision No. R98-128.  This decision states that certificates of insurance and tariffs shall be submitted within 60 days of the effective date of the order in the absence of a request for additional time within that period.

2. Kidz Karz, a relatively new carrier seeking its first extension to its authority, did not realize that it was required to file new tariffs to effect the extension conditionally granted by Decision No. R98-128.  On or about August 31, 1998, Kidz Karz did file the required new tariffs in accordance with Commission requirements.  On September 4, 1998, the Commission received the instant request for an extension of time explaining that Kidz Karz had made the required tariff filings in an untimely fashion due to its lack of familiarity with Commission tariff procedures.

3. In light of the circumstances, the Commission finds that Kidz Karz is permitted until September 4, 1998 to comply with the terms of Decision No. R98-128 (e.g., file new tariffs).  Thus, the Commission finds that the requested extension should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Kidz Karz, Ltd. shall be granted an extension until September 4, 1998 to fully comply with the terms of Decision No. R98-128.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
