I.
BY THE COMMISSION
Statement

1. On October 6, 1998, Talton STC, Inc., AmeriTel Pay Phones, Inc., and Talton Invision, Inc., (“the Talton Com-panies”), filed an application seeking an order of the Commission authorizing them to change their intrastate non-optional operator services tariffs on less than statutory notice.

2. Specifically, the Talton Companies seek authority to replace, in their entirety, their existing tariffs and price lists for intrastate, non-optional operator services throughout the State of Colorado in their Inmate Telecommunications Provider Tariffs, to become effective October 15, 1998.

3. In support of their application, the Talton Com-panies state:

 
The tariffs proposed in the instant Application were initially filed September 1, 1998 requesting an effective date of October 1, 1998.  Those tariffs were subsequently withdrawn" . . . (and revised).

 
The proposed tariffs have been, in effect, before the Commission for approximately six weeks."


"To the knowledge of the Talton Companies, there has been no public protest or objection to their con-tent."


". . . (T)he proposed tariffs and price lists are superior to those currently in effect for the Talton Companies and it is, therefore, in the public interest that the proposed tariffs and price lists be allowed to become effective as soon as possible.  Finally, the Talton Companies note that they and their affiliates conduct business in more than 35 states.  Filings sim-ilar to this filing were made in most, if not all, of the states in early September."

4. Rule No. 41(e)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, states that an order authorizing utilities to change tariffs on less than statutory notice will be entered for good cause shown.

5. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in tariffs and price lists, and that the application should be granted.

II.
ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Talton STC, Inc., AmeriTel Pay Phones, Inc., and Talton Invision, Inc., to change tariffs and price lists on less than statutory notice is granted.  Talton STC, Inc., AmeriTel Pay Phones, Inc., and Talton Invision, Inc., are authorized to file, on not less than one day notice, the proposed tariffs and price lists attached to their application.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
