On October 15, 1998, an administrative law judge ("ALJ") for the Commission issued Decision No. R98-1018, relating to the registration of toll resellers in accordance with § 40-15-302.5, C.R.S.  Pursuant to § 40‑6‑109(2), C.R.S., the Recom-mended Decision will become the decision of the Commission if no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service of the ALJ's order.  However, § 40‑6‑109(2), C.R.S., permits the Commission to stay the Recommended Decision upon its own motion.
