Statement, Findings, and Conclusion:


1.
Proper notice of the filing of this application has been given under § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed by any person within the time prescribed.  This proceeding is noncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

2. Harry E. and Veneta A. Jenkins have filed an application seeking authority to encumber all right, title, and interest in and to Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPEN”) PUC No. 54696 to secure payment evidenced by a Larimer County Court judgement dated July 28, 1998.  The encumbrance sought is to secure payment of an outstanding debt owed to them by Charles W. & Susan A. Anfield, the current owners of CPCN PUC No. 54696. 

3. The Larimer County Court Judgment, (Case No. L 98 C 650) enters judgment for Harry E. and Veneta A. Jenkins and against Charles W. & Susan A. Anfield in the amount of $7,416.00 plus statutory interest. 
4. The evidence submitted warrants the grant of the request to authorize the encumbrance of CPCN PUC No. 54696.

Harry E. and Veneta A. Jenkins are authorized to encumber all right, title, and interest in Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54696. The encumbrance is authorized to secure payment of the indebtedness in the amount of $7,416.00 plus statutory interest, in accordance with Larimer County Court Judgement, Case No. L 98 C 650, dated July 28, 1998.

Charles W. & Susan A. Anfield, doing business as Estes Park Taxicab, and Harry E. & Veneta A. Jenkins shall notify the Commission, in writing, of the full satisfaction of the above-stated indebtedness, and release of the authorized encumbrance, within ten days after it has been effected.
