I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the Motion to File Response to the Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (“RRR”) previously sub-mitted by Intervenor OnePoint Communication-Colorado LLC.  In that motion, Applicant Northpoint Communications, Inc. (“North-point”), requests permission to respond to the application for RRR.  Good cause having been stated, we will waive response time to the motion and grant the request.  Northpoint shall file its response to the application for RRR on or before November 13, 1998.

2. On November 2, 1998, Northpoint also filed its Motion for Extension of Time to File Tariffs.  Northpoint re-quests that it be permitted to file tariffs or price lists, as applicable, for resold advanced features and premium services within three years of the effective date of Decision No. C98-900 (the decision granting authority to Northpoint), and that it be permitted to file tariffs or price lists, as applicable, for resold switched access service, private line service, and non-optional operator services within six months of the effective date of Decision No. C98-900.  Good grounds having been stated, we will grant the motion.

A. The Commission orders that:

1. The Motion to File Response by Northpoint Communi-cations, Inc., is granted.  Northpoint Communications, Inc., shall file its response to the application for rehearing, reargu-ment, or reconsideration on or before November 13, 1998.  Response time to the motion is waived.

2. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Tariffs submitted by Northpoint Communications, Inc., on November 2, 1998 is granted consistent with the above discussion.  Response time to the motion is waived.
